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Logical positivism, pragmatism and phenomenology are three philosophical traditions that began in the late 19th century – the early 20th century and later grew to become not only some of the dominant traditions in modern philosophy, but some of the leading methods in science. Phenomenology, which was founded as philosophical school by Edmund Husserl, became an important scientific method in philology. There exist such branches of philology as phenomenological linguistics and phenomenological theory of literature. What is more, there exists a new branch of study – phenomenology of speech.
Phenomenology of speech is a new approach to understanding, which is not a divagation from the traditional phenomenology initiated by Edmund Husserl and further developed by Martin Heidegger; it is a phenomenology in action or a practical phenomenology [Konurbaev 2018: x]. As opposed to logical positivism and pragmatism, phenomenology relies not on the logical schemes and practical effects but on the instantaneous experience. Therefore, the understanding in its true meaning in terms of phenomenology of speech is an instantaneous mental representation of the reality in our mind during speech perception. 
Phenomenology is due to the feature of speech itself. Speech flows fast, so there is actually no time left to a deep logical analysis. Phenomenological analysis studies the experience which happens in our mind as soon as the perception of speech begins. 
The aim of the reading process is to have an experience of life. Life in the text is a movement of elements which constantly change due to the context but at the same time always remain recognisable. Life is the whole scope of mental pictures which have appeared in our mind during the process of reading. In order to have the full experience of life, the reader must consider the two main principles: the hierarchy of elements and the tempo. 
Each and every element in the text, whether a word or a phrase, has a different level of importance. Some of the elements are key to creating a right mental representation of the text, while others play almost no role in it. The reader’s task is to identify correctly the degree of importance of each element and to build the hierarchy. Without the right hierarchy of elements, the smoothness and the continuity of the mental picture cannot be achieved. Likewise, it’s important to keep the right tempo at reading. If the tempo is too slow or too fast, the reader loses his or her concertation and becomes unable to experience the phenomenon of life. 
The main methods of phenomenological analysis are based on the Husserl’s philosophy. With the help of phenomenological reduction (epoché) and intentionality, followed by the hermeneutic circle, phenomenological analysis helps to describe noema – the mental representation of life.
The aim of phenomenology of speech is to gain an experience of life during reading and  analyse how it is created. Phenomenology allows the reader to dive into the reality of the book and see the life as it is. 
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
